It gives me immense pride to share with you that our University, established and
incorporated in 1922 through an Act of the then Central Legislative Assembly, has
completed its hundred glorious years on 1st May 2022. The University, which comprised
of 03 Colleges, 02 Faculties, 08 Departments with 750 students in 1922, now has
expanded to over 90 Colleges, 16 Faculties, and 86 Academic Departments, spread over
407 acres across Delhi, with a student strength of more than 6.7 lakh. The University has
students from all states of Bharat and reflects a microcosm of the rich diversity of this
country.

You would be happy to know that the University of Delhi is a premier university
acclaimed nationally and internationally. The National Institutional Ranking Framework
(NIRF) for the year 2022 had placed the University at 13th rank among Indian
universities. As per the Centre for World University Rankings (CWUR), the National Rank
of the University of Delhi is 6th for academic excellence in the year 2022-23. The
University has also been ranked high by various International Ranking bodies; among
them, the Times Higher Education Asia University Ranking had placed the University
between 201-250 and as per the QS World University Ranking, the University is stated to
be between 521-530, and the QS Asia University Ranking (2023) for the University is 85.

The University of Delhi is a pioneer in providing the world class academic and research
platforms to its students in terms of teaching, learning, and research. Continuing with its
legacy of being a torchbearer in achieving academic excellence, it has implemented the
National Education Policy (NEP) 2020 at its undergraduate programmes through its
Undergraduate Curriculum Framework 2022 (UGCF 2022) from the academic year 2022-
23. The UGCF 2022 has been formulated with a student-centric approach in providing
academic flexibility of choosing the programmes/disciplines of study, developing
academic pathways throughselection of academic, multidisciplinary, skill-enhancement,
value-added, and ability enhancement courses, thereby optimizing the students’
strength to the best possible extent. Provision for internship, apprenticeship, social
outreach, projects, entrepreneurship, research and innovation, which are the
fundamental principles of the National Education Policy 2020, have been embedded in
UGCF 2022. The university endeavors to nurture the innate potential of each individual
with an aptitude for community service, problem solving, analytics and research with
strong sense of nationalism and ethics.



The University also took a lead in overhauling the undergraduate admissions from the
academic sessions 2022-23 by adopting a single-entry point for admissions to all its
undergraduate programs through Common University Entrance Test (CUET). The
University established a paradigm shift in ensuring equal access for enrolment of
candidates from different disciplines, examination boards, regions, and demographics
across the nation through CUET.

By making a transition from Board-marks-based admissions to a single-entrance-based
admissions, the University of Delhi witnessed several changes which are indeed
welcoming. A landmark achievement of the admission cycle 2022-23 has been the
formulation of a new admission policy through the Common Seat Allocation System -
UG 2022 (CSAS-UG 2022). Through CSAS-UG 2022, the University has moved towards a
complete student-friendly online admission process, centralized allocation of seats
based on CUET merit scores, and preferences opted by candidates. Implementing the
One-Applicant-One-Allocation policy ensured that all meritorious candidates could get
a seat of their preference in a transparent, fair, and inclusive manner in an expedited
manner.

From the academic session 2023 onwards, the University has extended its policy of
single admission exam to its Postgraduate courses as well. From this year onwards,
admissions to all postgraduate courses of the University shall also be made through
Common University Entrance Test-PG (CUET-PG).

As the academic fraternity continue to commemorate the legacy and contribution of
University of Delhi in its effort to create all-rounded, multi-skilled and socially
responsible global citizens, |, once again welcome you to this prestigious University and
look forward to your valued role and contribution in furthering the strength and glory of
this much-acclaimed institution, in particular, and to the nation, at large.

timely, the University may explore the possibilities of admitting candidates over and

notified separately.



Important Points

1. Admissions to all Undergraduate Programs at the University of Delhi will be based on the scores
obtained in CUET (UG) — 2023, except for admissions to the School of Open Learning (SOL), Non-
Collegiate Women Education Board (NCWEB) and Foreign Nationals.

2. An eligible candidate desirous of seeking admission to the Undergraduate Programs(s) of the
University of Delhi for the academic session 2023-24 must read the contents of this Bulletin of
Information, as well as the notifications, updates and information published on the admission
website of the University of Delhi very carefully.

3. The candidate must have studied and passed Class XIl Examination or its equivalent from a single
recognized board.

4. The candidate must have passed Class XIl examination of any Board / University examination in
India, or any foreign country recognized as equivalent to the 10+2 system by the Association of
Indian Universities (AlU).

5. For admission to University of Delhi, it is mandatory for the candidate to appear in CUET (UG) -
2023 in those subjects in which s(he) is appearing/has passed Class XII.

6. In case the subject studied at Class Xll is not mentioned in the CUET (UG) - 2023, the candidate
must appear in the Language/Domain Specific subject that is similar/closely related to the subject
s(he) has studied at Class Xl (for example, if a candidate has studied Biochemistry in Class XlI,
s(he) must appear in Biology in CUET (UG) - 2023).

7. Admission will be based only on the combination of scores of Language and/or Domain Specific
subjects in which a candidate has appeared in CUET (UG) — 2023 as per the respective Program-
Specific Eligibility.

8. Only the scores obtained in CUET (UG) - 2023 will be considered for admissions to the academic
year 2023-24.

9. Candidates must study the Program-Specific requirements carefully and then appear in Language
and/or Domain Specific subjects of the CUET (UG) - 2023.

10. The candidate is advised to check that s(he) satisfies all eligibility criteria for the program(s) for
which s(he) is appearing in the entrance test. Admission is subject to the candidate’s fulfilling the
eligibility requirements prescribed for applying to the concerned program of study. In case a
candidate does not meet any eligibility criteria prescribed for applying to the concerned program
and appears in the entrance test, it is at the candidate’s own risk and cost. If at any stage, it is
found that eligibility requirements are not fulfilled, the admission, if granted, shall be cancelled
ipso facto.

11. Before registering for CUET (UG) - 2023, the candidate is advised to carefully read the Bulletin of
Information and consult the University of Delhi Act, 1922 and the Statutes. The Ordinances, Rules,
and Regulations of the University of Delhi, available on the University website, would be binding
on him/her.



12. Candidates must be careful while filling the CUET(UG)-2023 form as certain fields such as Name,
signature, and photograph of the candidate will be later auto-integrated by University of Delhi
from CUET(UG) — 2023. These fields will be non-editable.

13. As per Ordinance-l of University of Delhi, there is no minimum age bar for admission to the
undergraduate programs in the University and its colleges except in the programs where the
respective regulatory bodies, such as Medical Council of India (MCI), All India Council for Technical
Education (AICTE), Bar Council of India (BCl), National Council for Teacher Education (NCTE),
Dental Council of India (DCl), etc. have prescribed the minimum age requirement in their
regulations.

14. Gap year will not be a bar for the purpose of admission to undergraduate programs. However,
such candidates must also appear in CUET (UG) - 2023 for admissions in academic year-2023-24.

15. The name of the Candidate claiming reservation must match with the Candidate’s name as it appears on
their corresponding School Board qualifying certificates and in CUET(UG) - 2023. Similarly, the parents’
names must also match in the certificates.

B.A. (Hons.) Arabic

In this program, the students will learn the Arabic script in the first stage, which may include recognition, reading and
writing of the Arabic Alphabet. After having learned the script, s(he) will be able to read short and simple sentences in
Arabic; with an advanced course s(he) will excel in understanding the Arabic Text. Students will be able tolearn Arabic
Grammar which will help in improving reading and writing skills and thus enhance their language performance. Due
attention is given to Classical/Modern Arabic Literature. The candidate will get an overview of the Classical / Modern
Arabic language and be able to talk and write about various social and economic issues in the Arabiclanguage. The
curriculum also focuses on English-Arabic-English translation of simple political, socioeconomic, and cultural topics
keeping in view the increasing demand in day-to-day life.

Program Specific Eligibility

Candidates must appear in CUET in any of the following subject combinations:

Combination I: Arabic from List A + Any two subjects from List B1 + Any one subject from either List B1 or List B2
OR

Combination Il: Any one language from List A + Any two subjects from List B1 + Any one subject from either List

B1 or List B2

Merit will be based on the best CUET score obtained from any of the above-mentioned combinations of subjects.
Candidates who opted for Combination Il for admission will be considered only if seats remain vacant after
considering all the candidates who opted for Combination I.

Candidates to note that the SC / ST Certificate from any other person / authority shall not be accepted in any case.
If the Candidate happens to belong to SC or ST, Candidate’s caste / tribe must be listed in the appropriate Govt. of
India Schedule.

It is a statutory obligation on the part of Colleges to fill all seats reserved for Scheduled Caste / Scheduled Tribe
Candidates.

Colleges shall not refuse admission to any SC / ST Candidate on the basis of medium of instruction. Any deficiency in
the knowledge of any particular language should be addressed; for this purpose remedial classes may be arranged by
the College by utilizing grants available from University Grants Commission.

(Res- 1) dated 31 March 2016). The certificate should be issued on or after 31st March, 2023.

Persons with Benchmark Disabilities (PwBD)

A. Locomotor Disability
Locomotor disability (a person’s inability to execute distinctive activities associated with movement of
self and objects resulting from affliction of musculoskeletal or nervous system or both), including—

1. "leprosy cured person" means a person who has been cured of leprosy but is suffering from—

i) loss of sensation in hands or feet as well as loss of sensation and paresis in the eye and eye-lid but
with no manifestation of deformity;

ii) manifest deformity and paresis but having sufficient mobility in their hands and feet to enable them
to engage in normal economic activity;

iii) extreme physical deformity as well as advanced age which prevents him/her from undertaking any
gainful occupation, and the expression "leprosy cured" shall construed accordingly;

2. '"cerebral palsy" means a Group of non-progressive neurological condition affecting body movements and
muscle coordination, caused by damage to one or more specific areas of the brain, usually occurring before,
during or shortly after birth;

3. "dwarfism" means a medical or genetic condition resulting in an adult height of 4feet 10 inches (147
centimeters) or less;

4. "muscular dystrophy" means a group of hereditary genetic muscle disease that weakens the muscles
that move the human body and persons with multiple dystrophy have incorrect and missing information
in their genes, which prevents them from making the proteins they need for healthy muscles. It is
characterized by progressive skeletal muscle weakness, defects in muscle proteins, and the death of
muscle cells and tissue;

5. "acid attack victims" means a person disfigured due to violent assaults by throwing of acid or similar
corrosive substance.

B. Visual impairment
6. "blindness" means a condition where a person has any of the following conditions, after best correction
i) total absence of sight; or
ii) visual acuity less than 3/60 or less than 10/200 (Snellen) in the better eye with best possible correction;
or
iii) limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of less than 10 degree.
7. "low-vision" means a condition where a person has any of the following conditions, namely:
i) visual acuity not exceeding 6/18 or less than 20/60 upto 3/60 or upto 10/200 (Snellen) in the better eye
with best possible corrections; or 82
ii) limitation of the field of vision subtending an angle of less than 40 degree upto 10 degree.



C. Hearing Impairment
8. "deaf" means persons having 70 DB hearing loss in speech frequencies in both ears;
9. "hard of hearing" means person having 60 DB to 70 DB hearing loss in speech frequencies in both ears;
10."speech and language disability" means a permanent disability arising out of conditions such as
laryngectomy or aphasia affecting one or more components of speech and language due to organic or
neurological causes.

D. Intellectual Disability
A condition characterised by significant limitation both in intellectual functioning (reasoning, learning, problem
solving) and in adaptive behaviour which covers a range of every day, social and practical skills, including—
11."specific learning disabilities" means a heterogeneous group of conditions wherein there is a deficit in
processing language, spoken or written, that may manifest itself as a difficulty to comprehend, speak, read,
write, spell, or to do mathematical calculations and includes such conditions as perceptual disabilities,
dyslexia, dysgraphia, dyscalculia, dyspraxia and developmental aphasia;
12."autism spectrum disorder" means a neuro-developmental condition typically appearing in the first three
years of life that significantly affects a person’s ability to communicate, understand relationships and relate
to others, and is frequently associated with unusual or stereotypical rituals or behaviours.

E. Mentallliness
"Mental illness" means a substantial disorder of thinking, mood, perception, orientation or memory that grossly
impairs judgment, behaviour, capacity to recognise reality or ability to meet the ordinary demands of life, but
does not include retardation which is a condition of arrested or incomplete development of mind of a person,
specially characterised by subnormality of intelligence.

F. Disability caused due to Chronic neurological conditions, such as—

13. "multiple sclerosis" means an inflammatory, nervous system disease in which the myelin sheaths around
the axons of nerve cells of the brain and spinal cord are damaged, leading to demyelination and affecting
the ability of nerve cells in the brain and spinal cord to communicate with each other;

14. "Parkinson’s disease" means a progressive disease of the nervous system marked by tremor, muscular
rigidity, and slow, imprecise movement, chiefly affecting middle-aged and elderly people associated with
degeneration of the basal ganglia of the brain and a deficiency of the neurotransmitter dopamine.

G. Blood Disorder

15. "haemophilia" means an inheritable disease, usually affecting only male but trans- mitted by women to
their male children, characterised by loss or impairment of the normal clotting ability of blood so that a minor
wound may result in fatal bleeding.

16. "Thalassemia" means a group of inherited disorders characterised by reduced or absent amounts of
haemoglobin.

17. "Sickle cell disease" means a haemolytic disorder characterised by chronic anaemia, painful events, and
various complications due to associated tissue and organ damage; "haemolytic" refers to the destruction of
the cell membrane of red blood cells resulting in the release of haemoglobin.

H. Multiple Disabilities (more than one of the above specified disabilities)
Multiple disabilities including deaf blindness which means a condition in which a per- son may have
combination of hearing and visual impairments causing severe communication, developmental, and
educational problems.

I. Any other category as may be notified by the Central Government.
Concessional/Waiver of fees in respect of Persons with Benchmark Disabilities (PwBD)

a. Candidates with physical disabilities pursuing various programs of study in the Faculties, Departments,
Centres, and Institutions / Colleges of the University shall be exempted from payment of fees, including
examination fee and other University fees, except Admission fee, subscription towards Delhi University
students’ Union and Identity Card fee(As per amendment to Ordinance X(4) of the University).

b. PwBD Candidates who meet the merit for the un®&erved category and will take admission in the unreserved
category (UR) will pay the fee relevant for PwBD Candidate.



c. As per the Executive Council Resolution No. 50 dated 03.11.2012, students with physical disabilities residing
in different Hostels / Halls of the University are exempted from payment of all hostel fees and charges
except refundable caution fee and the mess fees. Persons with Physical Disabilities who are students shall
pay 50% of the Mess fee and the remaining 50% of their Mess Fee will be met by the University of Delhi.
Similar norms are to be adopted by the Colleges in respect of PwBD Students residing in various hostels of
the Colleges.

d. PwBD students who are getting fellowships / financial assistance shall be exempted from payment of fees /
charges / mess fees subject to the following conditions.
