7. Human Development and Family Empowerment (H.D.F.E.)

The undergraduate program for a Bachelor's in Human Development and Family
Empowerment (HDFE) has been contextualized and embedded in the broader lifespan
development perspective. The increasing thrust on development programs and legislations
for women and children generates awareness in preparing the students on 'quality
intervention programs’. The course emphasizes the integration and application of knowledge
on Early Childhood Care and Education (ECCE), to provide a stimulating environment to young
children, and to provide practical experiences of working with children. This is to enable
students to develop the necessary skills to work effectively with infants and preschoolers in

various settings.

The course offers an interesting assortment of skill-based courses and generic courses for
students of other disciplines to allow for the effective transmission of relevant experiences of
daily living. In a nutshell, the course offers a rich combination of developmental psychology,

early childhood education, and disability studies to undergraduate students.

The degree of the BA Program with Human Development and Family Empowerment aims to
impart knowledge to students on the less talked about stream of human development. This
discipline aims to bring multiple issues in the classroom for students to ponder. The discipline
offers a rich profile of intriguing Skill Enhancement Courses and Generic Electives that

motivate the students to think out of the box.
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The degree prepares the students for higher education in a variety of fields like developmental
studies, gender studies, education, research, and advocacy. The subject Human Development
and Family Empowerment expands its earlier nomenclature of Family and Child Welfare to
endorse the philosophy of development over welfare. The subject makes students aware of
the important field of Human Development to impart knowledge on various developmental
stages, beginning from prenatal development to old age. It builds on the fundamental
principles of development as portrayed by theories as a result of inductive reasoning. Also, it
offers an opportunity to young minds to come up with their own models conceptualized from

day-to-day experiences.

The structure in BA with Human Development and Family Empowerment is trifurcated in a
manner to evolve into an inclusive model of education. The first year focuses on life span
development. The second year imparts knowledge about women and children. The third year
focuses on contemporary issues like disability, women and children's rights. The last year

incorporates an element of research to expand and prepare the student for further studies.
OBJECTIVES OF THE COURSE- BA PROGRAM (Multidisciplinary) with HDFE

The course BA Program with Human Development and Family Empowerment has been

developed keeping the following objectives in mind:

To demonstrate an understanding of the academic field of Human Development and

its linkages with related disciplinary areas.

To use knowledge, understanding and skills required for identifying developmental
issues and problems and drawing on a wide range of information and its application in

addressing those issues.

To understand the issues related to women and children in our country while gaining

an insight into the available redressal machinery for the same

To gather knowledge and competencies in setting up an organization in the area of

women and children to offer solutions and services.
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To communicate the inference of research undertaken in an academic field and

develop solutions for solving relationship problems.
STRUCTURE OF THE COURSE

The program comprises four types of papers, Discipline Specific Courses (DSC), Discipline

Selective Electives (DSE), Skill Enhancement Courses (SEC), and Generic Electives (GE).
The DSCs, DSEs, and GEs are of 4 credits each. The SECs are 2 credit papers.

The DSCs have 14 core papers to be offered in Semesters I, II, Ill, IV, V, VI, VII, and VIII. The
DSEs are offered from Semester V onwards. Five DSEs are covered in odd semesters, and
seven are covered in even semesters, for a total of 12 DSE papers. The SECs have six papers,
each to be offered in Semesters |, II, IlI, IV, V, and VI. The GEs are offered from Semester V

onwards to non-HDFE students only.

The DSCs and DSEs are Core papers to be offered to only those students who take up HDFE
as one of their two Disciplines.

3. B. A. (Hons.) SOCIAL WORK

Social Work is a professional discipline that attempts to deal with socio-psychological and emotional
issues of an individual, groups and community at large for the better functioning of our society. It helps
individuals to realize their potential and become useful member of the society.

Social Work deals with various social issues and problems. Students who have genuine concern for the
welfare of the society should opt for this course. Social Work equips the student with relevant skills to
work under challenging situations and transmits the knowledge required for social reconstruction and
regenerations.

Vision: Promoting an egalitarian and just society that enables students to realize the value of
strengthening interpersonal relationships and social justice through advanced curriculum and research.

Mission: To ensure that students have the necessary knowledge, skills, techniques and attitude for
taking up the responsibilities both at the grass-root and junior level engagement of social welfare and

developmental services.

The objectives of the course are:

1. Impart education and training in professional social work in order to develop qualified
personnel in social welfare and development sector.

2. Develop knowledge, skills, attitude and values appropriate to the profession of Social Work.
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3. Develop understanding of social needs and problems at individual, family, group and
community levels respectively.
4. Learn the application of professional social work.

This course aims at providing interdisciplinary collaboration for better understanding of human
needs, problems, services and issues of social development. It promotes integration of theory and
practice in the fields of social work. The students are provided direct exposure in the field in addition
to theory classes. The students will be required to attend four days of theory classes and two days of
field work in a week. Medium of instruction is both Hindi and English.

Field work is an integral part of social work curriculum. Students are placed in various settings such as
schools, hospitals, de-addiction centres, Government and Non-Government organisations,
community and industry etc., where they are exposed to the field realities. Once the fieldwork
placement is done, no changes will be encouraged.

Apart from concurrent field work, the students are taken to educational tour/rural camp to N.G.O.s’ and
Development Organizations within and outside Delhi. Orientation is an integral part of Social Work
curriculum. Attendance in Orientation Programme is compulsory.
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The department has ‘EKTA’ a society, which actively participates in the Departmental functions. The
objective is to foster personality development of students through organizational and planning skills,
cultural activities, etc. The society provides a platform for the social work students to participate and
contribute in different activities like N.G.O. Meet, cultural activities, Effulgence etc. The department
organizes various workshops, interactive session, career guidance session, exposure visits to different
organizations and so on.

This course will enable the students to get practical training in the field of social work. Later on they can
engage themselves as professional social workers. In addition, students would have job opportunities
in various organizations working for welfare of children, women, youth, scheduled castes and tribes,
differently abled, etc., and can further go for higher studies.

The course brings together all relevant business disciplines and prepares graduates for
realities of job market. Studies in accounting, finance, marketing, management, commercial
laws and economics are combined with business communication, introduction to business
mathematics and computers. Recognizing the spectacular growth in electronic commerce,
specific courses in e-commerce have been included in the curriculum. The modern methods
of analysis and data presentation involving computer technology are an integral part of the
course content. Specifically, with the introduction of information technology (I.T.) model of
examination in commerce, basic I.T. inputs have included in many of the compulsory papers
like accountancy, statistics, income tax, financial management etc. Our commerce graduates
are supervisory managers in different functional areas of business-like sales, marketing,
accounting and finance. The course provides a solid foundation to pursue higher professional
courses such as chartered accountancy; cost accountancy, company secretaryship and M.B.A.
etc. Eminent speakers from different organizations are invited for discussion on
contemporary business-related issues. Every year department organizes ‘Commerce Fest’

which showcases the students’ talent, their organizational and leadership skills.

The Department has a curriculum laboratory in which a well-stacked library, computer
(equipped with Internet facility) and Audio - Visual facilities are available for students and

teachers. In addition to the basic reference materials, curricular resources and books including
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children’s literature and school textbooks and audio - visual materials are also available in the
library. The department has its own laboratories of Biology and Chemistry, along with a
laboratory of the cooperating department of Geography, equipped with modern equipment.
The Department organizes various workshops — Theatre, Art & Craft, Self-Development and
Storytelling (Qissa-Goi) workshops as an integral component of the course. Students also
visit places of innovative teaching and learning practices in and outside Delhi. Other than

Library and Reading Room

The college has a well-stocked library having nearly twenty-five thousand books along with a regular
subscription of magazines, daily newspapers, and a significant number of books that are added every
year. It caters to the needs of around two thousand undergraduate level students. The Library has a
well-furnished reading room on the first floor with three separate sections for newspapers, magazines,
and reference books. The reference section has encyclopedias, dictionaries, directories, annual reports,
and other recognized documents and periodicals. The fully air-conditioned reading room can
accommodate about one hundred students and provides a motivating environment for reading and
writing. The library provides access to electronic journals, databases, federated search, e-books, and
subject portals provided by Delhi University Library System (DULS). Apart from the above services,
the library has already started subscribing to the N-LIST (National Library and Information Services
Infrastructure for Scholarly Contents) program of INFLIBNET. All the bonafide students of Aditi

Mahavidyalaya, teaching, and non-teaching staff members have the right to access the College Library.

Biology Laboratory

The Biology Laboratory of the college is well-equipped with all modern scientific apparatus to aid and
support the curriculum of Biology (optional paper) in B.ELEd. The equipment is made available to the

students to facilitate practical knowledge of the course.

Chemistry Laboratory

It is spacious, well-ventilated and equipped with modern equipment and apparatus like pH meter and

conductometer, which facilitate students in conducting experiments and research.

Curriculum and Resource Centre

B.ELEd. has a curriculum laboratory and Resource Centre. It has an exclusive library and reading space

for B.ELEd. students and faculty members. It has more than two thousand books, magazines, and other
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reading material for various theory papers and practicum of the B.EL.Ed. course. It also has various
teaching learning materials in the form of teaching aids, charts, activities, models, flash cards, science
and mathematics kits etc. Other than books, students have access to encyclopedias, glossaries, and
dictionaries. The laboratory is also equipped with audio-visual aids like O.H.P., television, music system

and computer with internet facility.
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College Hall

The College has a spacious hall where curricular, co-curricular and cultural activities are conducted
throughout the year. Seminars, workshops, orientation programmes and trainings are organized here.

The college hall is constantly engaged in various activities organized by the departments.

Canteen

The canteen is a popular stop-over for students and staff to grab a bite between classes. It provides an
informal space where students gather. It is run under the supervision of the college canteen committee

and provides refreshment and hygienic eatables at reasonable prices.

Computer Centre

College has three computer labs. The software and hardware are constantly upgraded to keep abreast
with latest technology. There are 160 computers and latest special purpose software packages to meet
the curriculum requirements. Though students from any discipline may use the lab, B.Com. (Hons.) and
B.Com. students have dedicated computer papers, and the college provides them with the latest

software.

Counselling Unit

The Counselling Unit opens three days a week. An experienced professional counsellor, associated with
various governmental and non-governmental organizations, is appointed. A separate cabin ensures

privacy and confidentiality. Students receive sessions as per their needs.

Family and Child Welfare Laboratory

The laboratory is equipped with audio-visual aids to support curriculum delivery. Different

psychological tests as per the curriculum are also available.

Food Technology Laboratory
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This laboratory is equipped with state-of-the-art facilities to produce bakery items like bread, buns,
cakes, pastries, biscuits etc., and preserved food items like jams, jellies, pickles etc. It has modern

gadgets for baking, preservation and quality analysis.

Geography Laboratory

A practical understanding of the subject is imparted through various laboratory equipment such as

computers, maps, charts, diagrams, models, barometers, thermometers, and compasses.

Global Fund Conference Room

The College has a conference room equipped with modern equipment and facilities like overhead

projectors, audio-visual systems, etc.

Hindi Journalism Laboratory

For Hindi Patrakarita Evam Jansanchar students, the College maintains a repository of audio-visual
equipment such as projectors, televisions, computers, and webcams to support curriculum delivery.

Students are encouraged to use them in presentations.
Music Room

The Music Room is a great help in enabling the students to acquire the divine art of music. The Music
Room is a space to perform various curricular and co-curricular activities, train themselves and
participate in various competitions apart from regular rehearsals. It houses instruments like the tanpura,

harmonium, tabla, music system and guitar etc.
Nutrition and Health Education Laboratory

The laboratory has facilities of modern cooking gadgets and equipment such as refrigerators, food
processors, ovens, non-stick cookware, idli cookers etc. Students are provided with the ingredients as
well as utensils so that they can work efficiently in a hygienic environment. Students are encouraged

to use energy-saving techniques and gadgets that help to preserve the nutritional content of food.
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Psychology Laboratory: The college has a well-equipped Psychology Laboratory. It stocks the latest
psychological tests and apparatuses. The equipment is made available to the students to facilitate the

practical work of the discipline.
Social Work Unit Room

The Social Work unit is a multipurpose room, where the social work students, teaching staff and non-
teaching staff get together for various activities like Ekta Association meetings, faculty interaction with
experts, etc. The unit also has a small collection of social-work related books for reference work. This

also serves as a reading room for Social Work students.
Sports Room

The Sports Room of the college is a hub of resources and equipment for all the major games and sports
for all the students and staff of the college. It provides items for various games and sports such as
Archery, Athletics, Aerobics, Badminton, Boxing, Chess, Judo, Kho-Kho, Kabaddi, Taekwondo,
Volleyball, Powerlifting & Weightlifting, Wrestling, Yoga and conditioning etc. There is also an open
gymnasium and a mini gymnasium outside the Sports Room along with a meditation center. The
Department of Physical Education and Sports Sciences functions with a view to build balance between
mind and body. The Department provides opportunities and exposure for the personality

development of every student through sports.

4. Attendance in NCC/NSS and Sports would carry special weightage.

The attendance rules are strictly followed in the college, and the Principal's decision in this
regard shall be final and binding.

6. ltis the responsibility of the student or her guardian to know the state of attendance from
the college office periodically.

7. Application for medical leave will be entertained only if it reaches the college within three

days from the first day of absence.

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Maintenance of Discipline among Students of the University

(Ordinance XV-B)

1. All powers relating to discipline and disciplinary action are vested in the Vice-Chancellor.

2. The Vice-Chancellor may delegate all or such powers as he/she deems proper to the
Proctor and to such other persons as he/she may specify in this behalf.

3. Without prejudice to the generality of power to enforce discipline under the Ordinance, the

following shall amount to acts of gross indiscipline:

a. Physical assault, or threat to use physical force, against any member of the teaching and
non-teaching staff of any Institution / Department and against any student within the
University of Delhi.

b. Carrying of, use of or threat to use of any weapons.

c. Any violation of the provisions of the Civil Rights Protection Act, 1976.

d. Violation of the status, dignity and honour of students belonging to the scheduled castes
and tribes.

e. Any practice—whether verbal or otherwise—derogatory of women.

f. Any attempt at bribing or corruption in any manner.

g. Willful destruction of institutional property.

h. Creating ill-will or intolerance on religious or communal grounds.

i. Causing disruption in any manner of the academic functioning of the University system.
j- Prohibition of Ragging as per Ordinance XV-C.

4. Without prejudice to the generality of his/her powers relating to the maintenance of
discipline and taking such action in the interest of maintaining discipline as may seem to
him/her appropriate, the Vice-Chancellor may, in the exercise of his/her powers aforesaid,
order or direct that any student or students:

a. be expelled; or

b. be, for a stated period, rusticated; or

c. be not, for a stated period, admitted to a course or courses of study in a College,
Department or Institution of the University; or

d. be fined with a sum of rupees that may be specified; or

e. be debarred from taking a University or College or Departmental Examination or
Examinations for one or more years; or that the result of the student or students concerned
in the Examination or Examinations in which he/she or they have appeared be cancelled.

5. Institutions, Halls and teaching in the concerned Departments. They may exercise their
authority through, or delegate authority to, such of the teachers in their Colleges,
Institutions or Departments as they may specify for these purposes.
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6. Without prejudice to the powers of the Vice-Chancellor and the Proctor as aforesaid,
detailed rules of discipline and proper conduct shall be framed. These rules may be
supplemented, where necessary, by the Principals of Colleges, Heads of Halls, Deans of
Faculties and Heads of Teaching Departments in this University. Each student shall be
expected to provide himself/herself with a copy of these rules. At the time of admission,
every student shall be required to sign a declaration that on admission he/she submits
himself/herself to the disciplinary jurisdiction of the Vice-Chancellor and several authorities
of the University who may be vested with the authority to exercise discipline under the
Acts, the Statutes, the Ordinances and the rules that have been framed therein by the
University.

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Prohibition and Punishment for Ragging: Ordinance XV-C

1. Ragging in any form is strictly prohibited, within the premises of College / Department or
Institution and any part of Delhi University system as well as on public transport.

2. Anyindividual or collective act or practice of ragging constitutes gross indiscipline and shall
be dealt with under this Ordinance.

3. Ragging for the purposes of this Ordinance, ordinarily means any act, conduct or practice
by which dominant power or status of senior students is brought to bear on students
freshly enrolled or students who are in any way considered junior or inferior by other
students; and includes individual or collective acts or practices which:

a. involve physical assault or threat to use of physical force.

b. violate the status, dignity and honour of women students.

c. violate the status, dignity and honour of students belonging to the scheduled caste and
tribe.

d. expose students to ridicule and contempt and affect their self-esteem.

e. entail verbal abuse and aggression, indecent gestures and obscene behavior.

4. The Principal of a College, the Head of the Department or an Institution, the authorities of
College, or University Hostel or Halls of Residence shall take immediate action on any
information of the occurrence of ragging.

5. Notwithstanding anything in Clause (4) above, the Proctor may also suo moto enquire into
any incident of ragging and make a report to the Vice-Chancellor of the identity of those
who have engaged in ragging and the nature of the incident.

6. The Proctor may also submit an initial report establishing the identity of the perpetrators of
ragging and the nature of the ragging incident.

7. If the Principal of a College or Head of the Department or Institution or the Proctor is
satisfied that for some reason, to be recorded in writing, it is not reasonably practical to
hold such an enquiry, he/she may so advise the Vice-Chancellor accordingly.

8. When the Vice-Chancellor is satisfied that it is not expedient to hold such an enquiry,
his/her decision shall be final.

9. On the receipt of a report under Clause (5) or (6) or a determination by the relevant
authority under Clause (7) disclosing the occurrence of ragging incidents described in
Clause 3(a), (b), and (c), the Vice-Chancellor shall direct or order rustication of a student or
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10. The Vice-Chancellor may in other cases of ragging order or direct that any student or
students be expelled or be not, for a stated period, admitted to a course of study in a
college, departmental examination for one or more years, or that the results of the student
or students concerned in the examination or examinations in which they appeared be

cancelled.

11. In case any students who have obtained degrees or diplomas of Delhi University are found
guilty under this Ordinance, appropriate action will be taken under Statute 15 for
withdrawal of degrees or diploma conferred by the University.

12. For the purpose of this Ordinance, abetment to ragging whether by way of any act, practice
or incitement of ragging will also amount to ragging.

13. All Institutions within the Delhi University system shall be obligated to carry out
instructions/directions issued under this Ordinance, and to give aid and assistance to the
Vice-Chancellor to achieve the effective implementation of the Ordinance.
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Order of the Vice-Chancellor in pursuance
of Ordinance XV-C

Where incident(s) of ragging are reported to the Vice-Chancellor by any authority under
this Ordinance, the student(s) involved in ragging shall be expelled for a specified term,
designated in the order.

Non-students involved in reports of ragging will be proceeded with under the criminal law
of India; they will so be rendered ineligible for a period of five years from seeking
enrolment in any of the institutions of the University of Delhi.

Students against whom necessary action is taken under this note will be given post-
decisional hearing, with strict adherence to the rules of natural justice.
